Review It 

Paul’s encouragement to Timothy shines forth in this portion of the letter. Yet, there is a strong 

command to him. This is like a father’s instruction to a son – “But as for you…” How do you 

think Paul’s instructions would impact you, if you were Timothy? 

 

Why does Paul use the “fight the good fight” imagery? Is this a good way to explain the spiritual 

challenges of today? 

 

Other than Joseph fleeing Potipher’s wife in scripture, what are some other examples you can 

think of where the right thing do to was run away? How does that set with you…running away? 

Is fleeing always the right answer? If not, why? 

 

There is a secondary issue after fleeing sin. It is to pursue righteousness. Where is the gap in 

many believers’ lives in this area? 

 

What is the commandment Timothy is instructed to keep? How does this impact you?

1. What did you like about this week’s scripture passage and sermon? 

2. What did you not like or find confusing about this week’s scripture passage and sermon? 

3. What does this week’s scripture passage and sermon say about God? 

4. What does this week’s scripture passage and sermon say about humanity?
